C.S. Lewis, A Grief Observed:

“The thing I fear is not that Ill stop believing in God,
but that I might begin believing dreadful things about Him.
Not that I’ll say, ‘There is no God’.

But that I’ll say, ‘So that’s what God is really like’.”

The Source of Disappointment?
Unfilled Expectations

“Do we look for... ANOTHER?”
“Allos” — of the same kind
“Heteros” — of a different kind
A question of quality/character!

(Matthew 3:10-12)

Jesus’ primary business NOW...
Isn’t saving saints from earthly suffering,
But saving sinners from sin and damnation.

How did Jesus answer John’s question?
Jesus pointed John back to the Word!
“Trust the Word about Me!”
